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This course, Basic English for Specific Purpose (BESP), aims to equip students with
integrated skills, including listening, reading, speaking and writing, by means of in-
class practices and assigned tasks. BESP is served both as an advanced English
course of English for General Purpose (EGP) and as a prerequisite preparation of
English for Specific Purpose (ESP). It is categorized into four areas—arts and
humanities, business and management, medicine and nursing, as well as engineering

"ED and technology. Students may choose at least one course for each semester based on
their academic or personal field of interest. The objectives of this course are to
increase students’ knowledge of language and cultures, and to engage students in
critical thinking. Students may be required to participate in class activities and
complete assigned tasks to elevate their language achievement, and they are expected
to make PowerPoint presentation in English independently or as a group project.
