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Spirit of Foot Washing
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Upholding the spirit of how Christians run a school, CJCU has created the school’s educational philosophy
of “being devout and diligent, having a sense of honor and serving others” to instruct the students during
their studies to make them professionals with knowledge, skills and healthy personalities. In our
commencement, we hold the ritual of “foot washing.” This has become our school tradition for graduation.

When twelve teachers kneel down like a servant and wash students’ feet with water from a wooden bucket,
the scene and meaning of Jesus Christ washing his students’ feet are once again manifested.

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Meaning of Shepherd’s Crook
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When shepherds shepherd their sheep in the wilderness, the “shepherd’s crook” is the most important
tool to them. The top of the shepherd’s crook curves with a big radian because it has its marvelous
function: there are often some pits in the wilderness. When sheep fall into a pit, the shepherd hooks the
sheep with one end and gently pulls them out of the pit. If a naughty lamb runs around, the shepherd
would guide it to the right path with the straight end of the crook and even gently spank it without injuring
it. When a wolf attacks sheep, the shepherd would chase the wolf away with his shepherd’s crook to
protect his sheep. When a thief steals sheep, the shepherd resists him with all his strength. The shepherd
always tries to protect his sheep from being hurt. Therefore, the shepherd’s crook is used to guide,
instruct, rescue, and protect sheep.

Each teacheris a shepherd, and students are our sheep. Four years have passed. Time really flies! Holding
a shepherd’s crook, teachers look back at the school life with students. Shepherd’s crooks are our hearts,
and we devote ourselves to taking care of each student.
