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In order to expand students’ academic scopes, foreign language proficiency, and international
perspective, the university encourages its students to participate in an exchange program at the
university’s partner universities abroad.
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Applicants must have completed at least one academic year (inclusive) of studies at the
university, be formally enrolled as a student at Chang Jung Christian University, and be
a current student of the university.

Applicants’ average score for the previous academic year shall be at least 70 (inclusive).
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Applicants shall remain a formal student with the university during the selection period

and exchange periods, and the applicant’s enrollment as a formal student at the
university may not be altered.
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If an applicant who had been selected as a university-level exchange student and

completed the exchange program intends to apply for the exchange program again, the
student in principle shall pay the full tuition.

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Any other supporting documents which may enhance the applicant’s chance Of being

selected (such as proof of participation in activities, records of participation in
student club activities, etc.).
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Two letters of recommendation (sealed and signed by the issuers) are issued by the
University’s full-time (designated) faculty members.

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An applicant shall take the course “English Enhancement Course for Exchange
Students” offered by the Language Education Center. This course is scheduled
to be held during week one to week nine of the second semester of this academic
year. Classes will take place in the noon time or in the evening. Please refer to OGE
and the Language Education Center's announcement for the actual class schedule.
Applicants who “only fill in Chinese or Japanese groups as their preferred
selections” are not required to take this course.
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If an applicant is a foreign student, the applicant is prohibited from applying to
study in his or her home country as an exchange student.

Please submit all required application documents before the application deadline. No
subsequent supplementary application documents will be accepted.
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The International Academic Mobility Affairs Review Committee will select the
exchange students. The results of the selection are based on the preference of the
accepted candidates so the said candidates are not permitted to exchange or change
their host universities, or otherwise they shall be deemed to have relinquished their
slots.
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After the selection results are announced, the accepted candidates shall submit the
“Consent Form of Exchange Students’ Obligations” and “Notice of Admission” by
the scheduled date. Those who cannot participate in the exchange program shall
submit the “Declaration of Relinquishment”. After the aforementioned documents
are submitted, no candidate may request to change the order of preference or
arbitrarily alter the selection results on any ground, or otherwise, the candidate shall

be deemed to have relinquished his or her rights.

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The relinquished slots in the stage one list will be given to the candidates on the
waiting list. The final list of accepted candidates will be announced accordingly.

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Except for those who are selected and accepted as exchange students in “Japanese
language group or the China areca”, all accepted exchange students shall take
“English Enhancement Course for Exchange Students” offered by the Language
Education Center in the second semester of this academic year. If a prospective
exchange student fails to pass this course, the said student’s eligibility will be
revoked!
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The exchange students who are selected by the University are still subject to the
review of the host universities. The host universities will ultimately determine the
admissibility of the said exchange students. In the event that a host university
declines to accept a prospective exchange student, the unit will help the student study
in another host university with similar conditions and vacancies as per the
circumstances.
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The eligibility to enroll in the host university and the procedure of going abroad
shall be based on the “Notice of Admission” issued by the host university. The
application for admission to the host university will be notified to each individual
exchange student.
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All accepted exchange students shall handle their own visa, course selection, course
credits waiver, transference, air ticket, and insurance.
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Some host universities do not guarantee on-campus accommodation. The partner
universities will provide house rental information and the accepted exchange
students shall be responsible for their own accommodation.
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The accepted exchange students have the obligation to host exchange students from
their host universities (overseas friends) and provide consulting services for
exchange students in the subsequent academic years.

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Scholarship for exchange students: The accepted exchange students may apply for
the "Chang Jung Christian University Regulations Governing the Subsidy of
International Student Exchanges Scholarship”. The “Scholarship for Excellent
Students to Study Abroad” provided by the Ministry of Education accepts
applications exclusively from admitted exchange students who are citizens of the
Republic of China and do not choose partner universities located in Mainland China,

Hong Kong, or Macau.
