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	Article 1
	The Establishment Instructions of the Curriculum Committee of the Executive Master of Business Administration (EMBA) Program (hereinafter referred to as “the Committee”) are established according to the Curriculum Committee of Chang Jung Christian University, the Rules Governing the Establishment of the Curriculum Committee of the College of Management, and other relevant regulations.

	Article 2
	Committee Members:
1. The Committee consists of 5 members: the director (the convener and chair of the Meeting) and 4 members among elective members of the EMBA Program Meeting.

2. 3-5 scholars, experts or alumni of the EMBA Program shall be appointed as advisory members.

3. Students may be invited to attend the Committee meeting if necessary.

	Article 3
	The Committee resolves the following matters:

1. Required courses and credits of the EMBA Program
2. Elective courses and credits of the EMBA Program
3. EMBA Program curriculum scheduling principles
4. Other important curriculum matters 

	Article 4
	The Committee members serve a term of 3 years and can be reappointed.

	Article 5
	The Committee shall hold 1 meeting per semester. A special meeting may be convened if necessary. The director convenes the meeting and serves as the chair.

	Article 6
	Half or more of the members shall attend a meeting convened by the Committee. The consent of half or more of the members present is required for a resolution.

	Article 7
	The Committee may invite anyone involved to attend its meeting if necessary.

	Article 8
	The Establishment Instructions of the Curriculum Committee of the Executive Master of Business Administration (EMBA) Program become effective after being approved at the EMBA Program Meeting, and submitted to the College of Management Meeting for approval. Amendments must follow the same procedure.
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
