Category B (credit transfer): Marketing Management (seminar), Financial Management (seminar), Operations Management (seminar), Business Ethics (seminar), Strategic Management (seminar), and Organizational Behavior (seminar)
If a new student of the EMBA Program has already completed graduate courses related to Category B, and received the same or more credits that a particular course stated above carries, as well as a grade of 70 or above, he/she is eligible to apply for credit transfer in accordance with the Regulations Governing the Credit Transfer of Chang Jung Christian University.
2. An application for course exemption or credit transfer shall be filed before the process of adding/dropping courses at the beginning of a semester.
3. Any students with a special situation shall formally provide an explanation and obtain approval from the convener.
4. The Course Taking Instructions of the Executive Master of Business Administration (EMBA) Program became effective as of the 2017 academic year after being approved at the College of Management Meeting and the Academic Affairs Meeting. Amendments must follow the same procedure.
